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A Russian Soyuz spacecraft carrying a humanoid robot docked with the International Space
Station (ISS) on Tuesday, the state-run TASS news agency reported, citing a live broadcast.

The FEDOR (Final Experimental Demonstration Object Research) robot is on a planned
mission to support the crew and test its skills. It will stay on the station until Sept. 7.
